India Independence and Partition
Great Migration
· Mass migration occur – thousands of Muslims and Hindus attempt to cross the borders of Pakistan and India

· Extreme violence at the borders kills over 1 million people, millions are left homeless.

· 14.5 million people moved in 4 years time.

Great Migration
· Gandhi opposes violence and fasts to make the horrors stop

· Gandhi becomes a victim when he was assassinated on January 30, 1948 by a Hindu extremist who thought Gandhi was too protective of Muslims

Modern India

Political system:

Parliamentary democracy based on the government of Great Britain

Prime Minister is the head of the government

Indira Gandhi

Indira Gandhi: Nehru’s daughter is Prime Minster from 1966 to 1984.

Religious and political conflict remained a problem.  In the 1980s, Sikhs demanded an independent state of Punjab 

Gandhi was assassinated by her Sikh bodyguards after a Sikh revolt.  

Economy 

· India has a mixed economy:  government controls some large industries (power, transportation) but there is much private ownership of businesses

· Goals for Agriculture: increase output! 
· Set up new irrigation systems
· Land reform: redistribution of land to farmers
· Green Revolution
