· Russia had to give up Manchuria and other territories
The Japanese air attack on Pearl Harbor (on the Hawaiian island of Oahu), December 7, 1941, was the climax of a decade of rising tension between Japan and the United States. Throughout the 1930s, Japan had been steadily encroaching on China, and the United States had been trying to contain Japan's expansion. Since America supplied more than half of Japan's iron, steel, and oil, Japan was reluctant to push the United States too far, but it was also intent on getting control of its own sources of raw materials. 

· Battle of Midway
· US commander General Douglas Mac Arthur
· Goal:  To recapture some Japanese held islands while by passing others.

· This was known as Island hopping
· American forces gradually moved north from Solomon Islands toward Japan.

· October 1944: Mac Arthur began to retake the Philippines
· The British pushed Japanese back in the jungles of Burma and Malaya

· Defeat of Japan

· Officials estimated a million or more casualties

· Japanese would rather fight to the death than surrender

· Japanese became kamikaze pilots, who under took suicide missions, crashing their planes into American warships
