· I. Achieving Independence
in Africa
· A. World War II 
(1939-1945)

· Turning point in development of African Nationalism
· First nationalists: those who received a Western Education—went to cities to study

· B. Dissatisfaction with European Rule 

· Low paying jobs belonged to Africans

· Low standard of living; no say in government
During the War:

· Many Africans left villages to work in cities or fight alongside the Europeans
· Less loyalty to local tribes in villages, more loyalty toward a modern, African state

· C. Independence comes to Africa:

· European nations dealt with their own problems after the war (debt, loss of life, loss of power)

· Most African nations receive independence without bloodshed or violence

· II.  Who were some important figures that encouraged  African Nationalism?

· A. Kwame Nkrumah

· 1. Gold Coast--Ghana
 Leader of Independence:  Kwame Nkrumah

 Inspired by Pan-Africanist Marcus Garvey and Gandhi

 He organized a radical political party at first and boycotted and organized strikes (Positive Action) but led to mass riot
Kwame Nkrumah was imprisoned
1957 Gold Coast was independent and named Ghana
Kwame Nkrumah became the first Prime Minister
